
Chevron Fuel Your School Frequently Asked Questions 
Teachers and Administrators

Who is eligible to participate?
All full-time, front-line educators at a K-12 public school (employed by the district), spending at least 75% of time working directly with students in Contra Costa and Alameda counties. Find out more at www.donorschoose.org/help. 

How do I post a project?
Just visit www.donorschoose.org/teachers for basics, tips, and everything else you need to know.

When should I submit my classroom project request to be eligible for the Chevron Fuel Your School promotion?
The Project Submission Period will begin at 12:00:01 a.m. PDT on September 1, 2011 and is scheduled to end at 11:59:59 p.m. on November 30, 2011. Eligible project requests will be funded on a rotating basis by the order in which they are received and posted on DonorsChoose.org per Eligible School within each city, so post your project as soon as possible during that time. Chevron reserves the right to end the Project Submission Period earlier if funds have been exhausted by eligible projects. See Fuel Your School Official Rules for details.

How many projects can I submit?
Up to one posted Eligible Classroom Project Request per Eligible Project Submitter will be allowed to receive funding by Chevron. See Fuel Your School Official Rules for details.

What types of projects will Chevron fund?
Projects requesting up to $2,000 in materials will be eligible.* Field trips are not eligible for funding through this promotion.

*Please note: According to DonorsChoose.org requirements, teachers with more than 4 points on Donors.org can request materials up to $2,000 and all other teachers can request a maximum of $800. See DonorsChoose.org for details. 

How will projects be selected and funded?
The Project Funding Period begins on October 2, 2011 and ends on November 30, 2011 or until the $1 million has been exhausted or all funds have been distributed within the city that the funds were earned. Eligible Classroom Project Requests will be funded on a rotating basis by the order in which they are received and posted on DonorsChoose.org per Eligible School within each city. See Fuel Your School Official Rules for details.
